Pensacola, FL It is difficult to lose a par-
ent or a child or a spouse or anyone we
deeply love.  This past week I rushed home
from a meeting in London, England of the
Episcopal Church and the United Methodist
Church, in which our theological groundings
were discussed and how we might draw more
closely together for the mission and ministry
of the Gospel.  I rushed home because my
mother had taken ill and was not doing well.
Two days following my
arrival home, “I lost her.”  In
truth I did not lose her, she
died.  That was a hard reality
for our family to face - we
gathered and held her whom
had once held us, in our arms
of love.  

The Covenant Hospice
Center at West Florida
Hospital was wonderful and
kind and professional and they
had and have my profoundest
thanks for the work and min-
istry they do.  They made this time holy and
blessed.  I thank them and all those within
the Diocese who have held the Duncan fami-
ly in their prayers and thoughts during this
time of our grief and sorrow.  You have eased
our pain and helped us honor “Miss Jessie”
in our family time together and the memories
we have shared.  That has been both gift and
grace.

The work at which I was engaged at
the St. Katharine Retreat Center in London
was an opportunity to share and discuss how
it is that we as two church bodies may come
together and share both sacramentally and
missionally, in the work we believe God has
called and is calling us to do.  With the past
General Convention’s approval of limited
Eucharistic Sharing under the guidelines of
the Study Document, and with the approval
of the two Bishops exercising jurisdiction, I
would encourage those congregations where
appropriate and possible, to deepen and
strengthen their relationships with the local
United Methodist Church.  It is possible to
share deeply in proclaiming the Gospel with
our sisters and brothers in the United

Methodist Church and to mutually learn from
and about each other in why we believe and
practice our faith in Jesus Christ the way we
do.

I thank those who are engaged in the
ecumenical work within our Diocese which
allows us to listen, share and talk with other
branches of the Body of Christ.  Our sharing
with the Evangelical Lutheran Church is a
primary example of our moving forward in

living into what we believe is
God’s call to us to come
together “that they may be one,
even as we (Jesus and the
Father) are one.” (St. John
17:11) 

We will soon celebrate
Thanksgiving with its richness
of returning thanks to God for
the many blessings we have
received as a nation, a people
and as persons of faith.  We
then begin the seasons of
Advent and Christmas in which

we prepare our hearts for the coming of the
Kingdom of God, and then the celebration of
the birth of our Savior Jesus, the Christ.
Word made flesh - the Incarnation of the
Most High God - is about what God has done
and is doing for and with us.  It is about
God’s righteousness and acting on our behalf
so that He “pitched His tent in our midst”
that we might know His grace and glory.  It
is all about God and His Gift in Jesus Christ
for us and our salvation, that we might
respond with the incarnation of that endless
love poured out and shared with others.  As
“the Word was made flesh,” may this be a
time for us to embrace that Word that we
might share with others the Gospel lived
through our lives.  May this Christ event be
for us, a time of our self-giving as a response
for what we have received from Christ Jesus
our Lord - Word made flesh who dwelt
among us, full of grace and truth.  

Blessings and peace to each of you
during these coming Holy Seasons.

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The Rev. Albert Kennington recieves Dubose Award for Service 
from the School of Theology at The University of the South

Sewanee, Tenn. The University of the
South’s School of Theology honored the Rev.
S. Albert Kennington, retired rector of Trinity
Episcopal Church in Mobile, Ala., with the
DuBose Award for Service during the semi-
nary’s annual Alumni/Alumnae Homecoming
Dinner held Oct. 18, 2007, in Sewanee, Tenn. 

Kennington was selected by the
DuBose Award Committee to recognize his
exemplary service to the Episcopal Church. In
presenting the award, the Very Rev. Dr.
William S. Stafford, dean of the seminary,
said, “Albert’s career has been an outstanding
ministry of service to his parish, community,
diocese, and the national church.” 

The other recipients of the DuBose
Award for Service were the Rev. David L.
Garrett, rector of the Church of the
Annunciation in Newport, Tenn.; the Rev. Dr.
H. King Oehmig, rector of St. Barnabas
Church in Trion, Ga., and founder and editor-
in-chief of Synthesis Publications; and the
Rev. Dr. James F. Tuohy, rector of St.
Andrew’s Church in Montevallo, Ala.

An Alabama native, Kennington
answered the call to ordained ministry and
graduated from the School of Theology in
1974. While in seminary, he received the
Woods Award and, in his senior year, he edited
the St. Luke’s Journal. He accepted his first
position as curate of Trinity Church in Mobile,

Ala., serving there from
1974 to 1977. He was rec-
tor of St. Mary’s Church in
Milton, Fla., from 1977 to
1983. From 1983 until his
retirement this year,
Kennington returned to his
first congregation, serving
as rector of Trinity Church
in Mobile. For his contri-
butions as an active civic
leader in the Mobile com-
munity, the city pro-
claimed August 12, 2007
as The Rev. S. Albert
Kennington Day. 

Within the Diocese of
the Central Gulf Coast,
Kennington has given time
and talent to the
Commissions on Liturgy,
Ministry, and Ecumenical
Relations. He has been
diocesan secretary and
registrar-historiographer

and served on the Standing Committee,
Nominations Committee, and Cathedral
Feasibility Committee. Kennington has served
the whole Episcopal Church as a deputy to
eight General
Conventions. He has
been a member of the
House of Deputies
Committee on Church
Music, as well as sev-
eral other committees. 

Kennington
has published a signif-
icant body of spiritual
work including The
Episcopal Church: A
Primer for Inquirers
and The Altar Guild
Book of Why. His
published history of
Trinity Church in
Mobile earned the
Gould Research
Award for historical
research and scholar-
ship. Currently, he is
working on a book of
daily devotions for
Advent 2008, commis-
sioned by Forward
Movement
Publications. 

The Rev. Kennington and his wife,
Nancy Elizabeth Butler Kennington, have
three children: Elizabeth Hunter Kennington of
Mobile; Curtis Albert Kennington and Virginia
Sellers Davis Kennington of Fairhope; and
Jessica Margaret Kennington of New Orleans.

Established in 1857 on Tennessee’s
Cumberland Plateau by leaders of the
Episcopal Church, the University of the South,
located in Sewanee, Tenn., has 1,450 students
in the College of Arts and Sciences pursuing
bachelor degrees in 36 subject areas. The
School of Theology, one of the Episcopal
Church’s 11 accredited seminaries, has more
than 130 graduate students pursuing master,
diploma and certificate degrees in the academ-
ic year residential program and doctoral and
master degrees in the summer Advanced
Degree Program. Its Programs Center serves
over 10,000 participants a year in a variety of
spiritual growth and leadership opportunities,
education at-a-distance, and continuing educa-
tion for laity, clergy, and congregations.

Mississippi Gulf Coast Mission Trip

On August 29, 2005, Hurricane Katrina
slammed ashore, leaving in its wake a 90,000-
square-mile trail of devastation. Since early
hours after the storm, volunteers have operated
on the Coast Episcopal School grounds where
Camp Coast Care was established to minister
to the needs of survivors living along the
Mississippi Gulf coast. Initially, volunteers
provided the immediate necessities of food,
water, clothing and medical attention. Today,
their efforts focus on the long-term task of
rebuilding storm-ravaged homes.  

The magnitude of this rebuilding task
is phenomenal and will require an estimated
ten years of unrelenting effort. Recently, a
contingent of St. Simon’s volunteers was privi-
leged to travel to Camp Coast Care and assist
with that task. Working together with volun-
teers from the diocese of Danbury,
Connecticut, we restored walls, ceilings and
floors in four severely damaged, uninhabitable
homes.

Before and after photos aptly confirm
that our efforts made a difference in the recov-
ering communities of Long Beach and Pass
Christian. But those same photos fail to con-
vey how ministering within those communities
likewise made a difference in each of our
lives. After five strenuous workdays, we were
bruised, aching and exhausted.  Nonetheless,
we returned home filled with enthusiasm,
inspired by a sense of fulfillment and burning

with a desire to go back and do it again.
I’d like to share this personal experi-

ence that, hopefully, will infuse each of you
with a sense of rightful pride regarding the

hurricane relief work being carried out by the
Episcopal Church....

One day while working in a very poor
neighborhood, I noticed a solemn young man
staring at these stenciled words on the side of
our utility trailer: Lutheran/Episcopal Disaster
Relief. Without looking at me, he pointed to
the words. 

“What's that say?” he asked. 
I sounded out the words which seemed

too complex for his comprehension. Then I
simply replied. “We’re from the Episcopal
church. We came here to help people rebuild
their homes.”

He continued staring at the trailer for a
while, then, risking eye contact for the first
time, he turned to me, nodded his head and
said, “That’s good.”

In this era when so many folks fret
about the public image of our church, I hope
this story provides a measure of inspiring con-
solation. Along the Gulf coast, there are still
an estimated 17,000 families who remain hurt-
ing, discouraged and displaced. Few if any of
them know or care about the internal struggles
of the Episcopal church. All they know of us,
all they will remember of us is what they are
presently witnessing. They are hurting and we,
in Christ’s name, are there to help. 

That’s good. That’s very good.

Atmor e, AL If there is a doubt that the
prison ministry isn't making an impact on 
inmates lives, here is a story you don't want
to miss.

Since the confirmation service held
in July, much discussion has taken place
about what it's like to be a Christian in a
prison environment. One of the virtues we
talked about was trust - and how that works
in the camp. The inmates' personal items are
usually locked in a box kept under their
bunk. I asked how many would be willing to
try trusting others in their dorm by leaving
their boxes unlocked. There was the expect-
ed outcry of "not on your life!"

Several weeks after the initial dis-
cussion about trust, Gerald, who had been
confirmed, shared that he had decided to try
the trusting thing, and left his locked
unlocked. While nothing had been taken, a
new pair of Nike tennis shoes had been
stolen off of his bed. When asked how he
felt about that, his reply was "I guess they
needed them more than I did." Not exactly
the answer I was prepared to hear. Needless
to say, I was overcome with joy about his
response. It could very well have been some-
thing very different.

Several days ago I received a note
from Gerald. When I opened the letter, two
books of stamps fell out. In his note, Gerald
commented that the Lord had replaced his
shoes and more a hundred fold. Then he 
explained the stamps: "I may not be able to
send money directly, but here are a few
books of stamps. And I will try to keep them
coming. I'm also encouraging some of the
guys to do the same. I think we should 
try and do our part in supporting our church
as long as we are able."

Truly, the Holy Spirit is in that place,
and is working in the lives of these men.
They are realizing that they are part of some-
thing  wonderful, and that God loves them,
unconditionally. And because of that love,
they are able to love themselves and others.

Saints, A Native American
Litany of Thanksgiving,
Native American Drum
Music, Hymn 385 “Many
and Great” sung in the
Dakota language, and ser-
mon by Presiding Bishop
Katharine Jefferts Schori.
All of ferings were given to
the Indigenous Theological
Training Institute and a
new covenant was signed
by all present.               

Presiding Bishop
Katharine Jefferts Schori
reminded the gatherers in
her sermon of the known saints who worked
diligently for Christ’s ministry who came
before us, saints of today, and many saints
whose names we will never know. She
acknowledged the many sacrifices made and
their work which has furthered the kingdom of
our Creator. Native American Saints recog-
nized by the Episcopal Church:
Enmegahbowh, Priest and Missioner, 1902,
Observed June 12th; David Pendleton
Oakerhater, Deacon and Missionary, 1931,
Observed September 1st; and Kamehameha
and Emma, King and Queen of Hawaii, 1864
– 1885, Observed November 28th. 

Velma Amos (Poarch Creek), Sarah
Eagle Heart (Oglala Lakota), Robert “Robbie”
McGhee (Poarch Creek), and Paula Smith
(Poarch Creek), from St. Anna’s Episcopal
Church in Atmore, attended this event at the
request of Native American National
Missioner Janine Tinsley-Roe
(Shinnecock/Unkechaug). Participants in the

service included: Robbie carried the cross and
read; Sarah sang with the Dakota translation of
Hymn 385; and Velma was asked to be a chal-
ice bearer during the service.

Janine Tinsley-Roe stated:  “Let us
remember those we have lost… Let us recog-
nize those that lead and those that need to be
lifted up… Let us reconcile together for the
glory of the Creator and the health of our
Mother Earth.”

The event also honored Native
Americans for their work in the Episcopal
Church: former National Missioner for Native

American Ministries-Dr. Owanah Anderson
(Choctaw); second Native American woman
ordained-The Rev. Anna Frank (Athabascan),
former staff for Native American Ministries -
The Rev. Dr. Carol Hampton (Caddo), and
Frank Oberly (Osage) elected to Executive
Council by General Convention 2006.

Bishops honored included:  The Rt.
Rev. Mark MacDonald,
first National Indigenous
Bishop the Anglican
Church of Canada;
Bishop Steven Charleston

Seminarian completes first year at
Episcopal Seminary of the Southwest

AUSTIN, TEXAS – Anna Marie
Butterbaugh, a postulant in the diocese, is
completing her first semester of study at the
Episcopal Seminary of the Southwest.

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Founders’Day at Sewanee
The University of the South commemorates its 150th anniversary

Sewanee, TN    On October 9, the Sewanee community celebrated a special
Founders’Day, commemorating the 150th anniversary of the founding of the
University of the South.  On July 4, 1857, a small group of founders, led by
Bishops of the Episcopal Church in the South, met and agreed to create a Southern
university to be owned by the Church.  Though actual operations were delayed by
shortages of funds and Civil War devastation, the dream survived, and The
University of the South at Sewanee continues its long history of excellent liberal
arts education in the Anglican tradition and preparation of seminary students for the
Episcopal priesthood.

Founders’Day saw a huge celebration of the University’s history, with a
ceremonial procession of the University’s administration and faculty, Trustees and
Regents of the University, and Bishops from the 28 owning Dioceses, the award of
honorary degrees, bestowal of academic awards on students in the University, and
an oration by alumnus and Newsweek Editor Jon Meachem.

Our Diocese is a vital stakeholder in the University of the South.  It has tra-
ditionally been a leader in financial support to the University’s School of Theology,
our current and most recent Bishops have served as members of the Board of
Regents as well as Trustees, and ten Episcopal students from the Diocese were
enrolled in the University during the past academic year.
