The Feast of Constance and her
Companions

It was appropriate that the dedication of the space
containing showers to be used by homeless families
and the handicap entrance, both funded greatly by
the United Thank Offering, was held on the feast
day of Constance and her Companions. In August

j 1978, yellow fever invaded Memphis for a third
time. As cases multiplied, death tolls averaged 200
daily. In this time of panic and flight, many brave
women and men, lay and cleric, remained at their
posts despite the risk. Notable among those heroes
were Constance, Superior of the work of the Sisters

S of St Mary in Memphis, and her Companions.

5 Helping were six of Constance’s fellow sisters, and
a group of Episcopal clerics, along with some physi-
cians, two of whom were ordained Episcopal
priests. They became known as “The Martyrs of
Memphis.” The Cathedral, where they labored to
help the sick, was locate in the most infected area
of Memphis. Only two of the workers escaped the
fever. The martyrs are buried in EImwood Cemetery
in Memphis and the monument marking the join

h graves bears the inscription, “Greater Love Hath No

Man.”

The year was 1969 arithe Right Reverend Gege Murray was Bishop of the

Diocese ofAlabama, just before his departure to head the newly formed Diocese of
the Central Gulf CoastA task force headed by two young priests, Bidugh and

Bill Yon, challenged the leadership of the diocese to envision a less sexrkar

faithful stewardship method — their first and embryonic version of a new steward
ship education plan. Biblically based and theologically sound, the new approach
combined prayemBible study psychological insights and good business methods to
help parishes and individuals examine their current stewardship beliefs and prac
tices, and gave them tools and resources to move toward a more spiritual and satis
fying stewardship portion of their life in Christ.

As the program developed, a cadre of lay and ordained individuals was trained to
assist parishes as consultantithin a few years the parishioners of the Diocese of
Alabama had the highest average pledge iitherican church. (Alabama, for

the year 2007, had the second highest average annual pledge, based on average
Sunday attendance. CGC ranked 15th, and was just under the national church aver
age.) Soon other dioceses and denominations took notice, and, what by then was
known as the “Alabama Plan,” spread throughout the nation and beyond, proving
that its concepts and methods are universally applicable fautief, and as time

less as the Gospel which they follow and proclaim.

Believing that “the stewardship commitment of a parish will not rise above the
level of commitment of their leaders,” the Plan begins with that leadershigy cler
and lay A consultant shepherds the leadership through an “Exploratory” session to
determine whether or not the parish is prepared to commit to the program. If so,
the consultant and parish enter into a covenant based on a set of criteria, which
include acceptance of the tithe as the Christian standard and goal, a long-range plan
of increased outreach for the parish, and a commitment to private and corporate
prayer for the parish and the programStewardship Committee, which also sub
scribes to the criteria, is responsible for the recruitment of the n¥¢ald@rs to

make the Plan functionThis “Godly Pyramid Scheme” is crucial, as it is these
Workers who are “educated” in the concepts and theology of the Plan, and from
whom increased commitment of time, talent and treasure is generally experienced.
Their number is mathematically determined by the size of the parish, as the
covenant commits the parish to provide one traiWedker for each four remaining

There are a number of positive departures from the usual stewardship “campaign,”
the most significant being:

1. Accepting the biblical tithe as the norm and goal of every Christigiming.

2. Calculating current giving as a percentage of income, and proportionate giving
as a tool to move toward the tithe.

3. Waiting to prepare the annual parish budget until the pledges are known, rather
than announcing a budget goal to be funded.

4. Replacing the “should” and “ought” vocabulary with “pray” and “consider”;
substituting grace for guilt.

Shawls and lap blankets are crocheted, knitted, or Widwee. is a basic list
of colors with associated attribute&.specific color may be selected for a recipient with a ceg
tain disease or situation. For example the color red signifies love amy,earet represents
heart disease. In addition a 3-stitch pattern is sometimes selected as symbolizimgtyhe
Regardless of colppattern and texture, the intention of the shawl maker is to begin with

and other faiths as Judaism and Hin@lhey are symbolic of an inclusive, unconditionally-lov
ing God.They wrap, enfold, comfort, coveagive solace, hug, and beautiffhose who have
received these shawls are uplifted arfdragd, as if given wings to fly above their troubles.

Our Prayer Shawl Ministry was started by Shétttya, who moved to Pensacola in May
'07. During a hospital stay while living iltugusta, Ga., Sherry was given a prayer shawl fro
her parish, Holy Comforte¥YWearing the shawl was an extremely meaningful experience as
felt surrounded by God’love. She has worn the shawl several times in the last two years ¢
she struggles with various health issues. Sherry says, “Knowing that someone has praye
you is really important to the healing process while uaieg scary times.”

You dont have to be an expert with knitting needles or crochet hook to be active in the
ministry.
