Thursday Afternoon, February 10, 2011 — Registration and Committee Meetings

Registration of delegates, alternates, and visitors to the Fortieth Annual
Convention of the Diocese of the Central Gulf Coast began at 1:00pm on Thursday,
February 10, 2011, in Green Hall of St. James Episcopal Church, Fairhope, Alabama.
Refreshments were served during registration time.

An orientation meeting for first-time and delegates from small churches was
held in Bounds Chapel at 2:00pm. The Committee on Finance met at 3:00pm in the
church and conducted an open hearing on the proposed budget for 2011, and the
Committee on Resolutions also met to consider all pre-filed resolutions.

In preparation to the Convention, supplemental pre-convention meetings and
orientations were held within the Diocese to adequately prepare the delegates and
alternates, some of whom were first-timers, so that they would be not only familiar with
the workings and processes of Convention, but also have a working familiarity with the
pre-convention packets containing, among other items, the proposed budget from the
Standing Committee and Commission on Finance.

After the conclusion of the Office, the Bishop of the Diocese gave his
Convention Address (Appendix I).

Prior to the Office, a stand-up breakfast was served by Beckwith Camp and
Conference Center at which Convention exhibits were open and available to delegates
and visitors.

Friday Morning, February 11, 2011— First Business Session

The Convention was called into session at 10:05am on Friday, February 12,
2011, at Beckwith Camp and Conference Center, Fairhope, with the Bishop of the
Diocese, The Rt. Rev. Philip Menzie Duncan, II, presiding. Ms. Ann Odom, St. Mary’s
Milton, Florida, Chair of the Committee on Credentials, reported the presence of a
quorum: of the 163 certified lay delegates, 162 were registered and in attendance; of the
56 eligible clerical delegates, 51 were registered and in attendance.

In accordance with Canon 6.1, the President nominated Gary Alan Moore, St.
James, Fairhope, Alabama, tobe Secretary of the Convention. The nominee was elected
unanimously.

The President appointed Scott Remington, Esq., St. Christopher’s, Pensacola,
Chancellor of the Diocese for Florida and M. Kathleen Miller, Esq., St. Paul’s, Mobile,

Chancellor of the Diocese for Alabama, to be parliamentarians.

The President then expressed gratitude for the service by the Diocesan
chancellors and other general officers.

The Convention concurred with the Secretary’s appointment of Vincent Currie,
Jr., Christ Church, Pensacola, to be assistant secretary in accordance with Canon 6.1.

The President reported that the Convention was organized for business.
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Upon Motion by Ms. Ann Odom on behalf of the Committee on Credentials
and Privileges, the Convention unanimously granted seat and voice in the Convention
to the following:

Visiting Bishop: The Rt. Rev. Dabney Smith, Bishop of the Diocese of
Southwest Florida, Convention Guest Speaker and Chaplain to Convention.

Non-canonically resident clergy serving in the Diocese: The Rev. Matthew
Dollhausen, serving as ELCA supply; The Rev. Messrs. Massey Gentry and Maurice
Goldsmith serving as Priests-in-charge; The Rev. Ruth LaMonte, serving as Priest

and, The Rev. Allen Ruth, serving as Deacon.

The Bishop advised delegates that The Rev. Glenn Rohrer, Chair of the
Committee on Necrology, would receive the names of persons who have died since the
last Convention of this diocese and who, in their lifetimes, served as delegates to any
previous conventions of this diocese or who served as delegates from congregations
now within this diocese to conventions of the Dioceses of Alabama or Florida.

The President then announced that the 41* Annual Convention of the Diocese
would convene February 2-4, 2012, at Christ Church Cathedral, Mobile. Co-chairs Dee
Gambill, St. James’ Fairhope and Carolyn Jeffers, Christ Church Cathedral, Mobile,
were then introduced and those present were asked that invitations to host the 42"
Annual Convention in 2013 be communicated to them and that an announcement
would be made Saturday morning.

The Bishop published his nominations for General Officers, Architectural
Consultants, members of the Standing Committee, diocesan agency boards, and
diocesan commissions for which elections would be held Saturday morning. (Appendix
1).

The President next requested whether there were any additional resolutions
to be considered in addition to the six pre-filed Resolutions in the Convention packet.

Upon motion, duly seconded, the Convention accepted, without opposition,
the motion to File by Title, the several Diocesan Board, Commission & Committee
Reports as shown on pages 22-37 of the pre-Convention packet, and as supplemented
by those Reports not filed in time to be duplicated for the packet, but were included in
the Registration materials (Appendix IV).

The President called upon The Rev. Massey Gentry, Interim-Director for
Beckwith Camp and Conference Center, for a report. Beckwith Board Chair, Hodge
Alves, All Saints, Mobile, thanked the balance of the Board, staff and volunteers. The
Bishop’s comments followed.

The President then called for a report to the Convention concerning Murray
House from The Rev. Thomas Heard, Board Chair; he, in turn, introduced Connie
Anderson, Executive Director of Murray House. After this report, the Bishop’s
comments followed.

Next, the President called upon Sally Greene, Executive Director for Wilmer
Hall to provide a report to the Convention and the Bishop’s comments followed.

The President called upon Vanessa Riutta, Coordinator for Youth and Young
Adult Ministries for a report on the Commission on Youth Ministries. The Bishop
thanked Ms. Riutta for the extensive and encouraging report.

Chair of the Commission on Communications and the Editor of The Coastlines,
Cindy McCrory, gave the next report. The increased use of electronic media presence
in the Diocese has enhanced communication and increased the speed with which
information can be provided within the Diocese. The Bishop’s comments followed.
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The Chief Architect of the Diocesan Five Year Plan, Facilitator Mendy
Henderson reported on the status of the commissions, committees, agencies and boards
which have begun to implement the Five Year Plan. Following her report, the Bishop’s
comments followed.

After a short break, The Rev. Bob Graves gave a report on Prison Ministries
and Kairos. The Rev. Ray Buchannon, Redeemer, Mobile, reported on the progress of
the on-line shopping and fundraising scheme called “episcomall.com”. Next, The Rev.
Massey Gentry (as Interim-Director of Beckwith) discussed the format of the evening
gala event, including the wide variety of offerings at Beckwith that evening. The
afternoon workshop alternative choices were discussed, including Clergy Deployment,
The Paradox and Possibilities of Endowment Funds, Images of Hope and Excellence,
Greening Congregations, and Theological Stewardship.

The President then acknowledged the Dominican Republic Mission Teams and
asked the members and coordinator, Florence Crawford, to come forward to be
introduced.

The Convention Chaplain, The Rt. Rev. Dabney T. Smith, Bishop of Southwest
Florida, led the Convention in Noonday prayers. Bishops Smith and Duncan prayed
for, blessed and commissioned the Dominican Republic Construction Mission Team.

After prayers, the Convention stood in recess at 12:30pm.

The staff and volunteers of Beckwith Camp and Conference Center served
lunch to members of the Convention in Wilson Hall and other venues around the
beautiful campus.

Friday Afternoon, February 11, 2011 —Convention Workshops

At 2:00pm, Convention delegates, alternates, and visitors met as assigned in
various venues around the Beckwith campus for workshops on the subjects described
above. The workshops continued until 5:00pm.

Friday Evening, February 11, 2011 —Convention Gala

Convention delegates, alternates, and visitors enjoyed a progressive dinner
with entertainment at a variety of locations and venues around the Beckwith Campus
beginning at 6:00pm.

Saturday Morning, February 12, 2011—Morning Devotions
Morning devotions were led in St. James, Fairhope at 8:30am, by The Rt. Rev.

Dabney Smith, Bishop of Southwest Florida. Prior to these devotions, a stand-up
breakfast was served in Green Hall of the host parish.
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Saturday Morning, February 12, 2011— Second Business Session

The Convention was reconvened and called to order at 8:47am on Saturday,
February 12, 2011, with the Bishop of the Diocese, The Rt. Rev. Philip Menzie Duncan,
II, presiding.

The President called for the election of the Bishop’s nominees for General
Officers, Standing Committee, and to diocesan commissions and agency boards.
Upon motion duly made and seconded, all of the Bishop’s nominees were elected by
unanimous vote. (See the Directory of the Diocese).

The President next called for the election of members of the Standing
Committee. Because Bishop’s nominee Cynthia Tappan was elected upon the Bishop’s
Nominees, upon motion duly seconded, the only twonominees Mendy Henderson and
Bill Sumner were elected by acclamation of the Convention delegates to the two open
positions in the lay order of the Standing Committee.

The following Motion regarding a Rule for Election was made by Chancellor
for Florida, Scott Remington:

If, after two ballots, no person has received a majority vote, on the third and
next succeeding ballots, there shall be retained on the ballot only twice the
number of nominees as there are unfilled positions, said nominees to be
taken from those receiving the highest number of votes, until, by majority
vote, a nominee is elected.

Upon being duly seconded, it was adopted by unanimous vote by the
Convention. After the process of voting was explained by the Assistant Secretary, the
election proceeded.

The President then called for the election of Deputies to General Convention,
whereupon the Secretary accepted the withdrawal of the nomination of The Rev.
Anthony MacWhinnie as a Clergy Deputy.

Following the casting of votes and during the tally, the President called upon
Dr. William (Bill) Hamilton, Chair, for a report from the Convention Committee on
Finance. Dr. Hamilton reported the committee passed the following three resolutions
and that he was commending their passage by the Convention:

1. Resolved, that the 40" Annual Convention of the Diocese of the
Central Gulf Coast accept the 2010 Financial Report of the
Standing Committee and the Finance Committee (p. 38 of the pre-
convention packet).

2. Resolved, that the 40" Annual Convention of the Diocese of the
Central Gulf Coast accept the 2011 budget recommended to it by
the Standing Committee (beginning on p. 38 of the pre-convention
packet).
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3. Resolved, that the offering of the worship services of this
convention be given to the Haiti appeal of the Domestic and
Foreign Missionary Society administered through Episcopal Relief
and Development.

Following discussion and upon motion duly seconded, the 2010 Financial
Report was accepted, the 2011 Budget as presented was passed, as well as the offering
at Convention to be designated to Episcopal Relief and Development for the recovery
efforts in Haiti.

Mobile; and David Quittmeyer, Trinity, Mobile;.

For Alternate Deputies to the General Convention: In the clerical order: (1*') The
Rev. Eric Long, St. Christopher’s Pensacola; and (2*') The Rev. Tom Dwyer, St. James’,
Port St. Joe. In the lay order: (1*") Walt Kindergan, Christ Church, Pensacola and (2"¢)
Lynn Ferrin, St. Patrick’s, Panama City,

The President then called upon The Rev. Al Pruitt for a report on the
Vocational Deacon’s Program following which the Bishop offered his comments,
including recognizing the contributions of Dr. Frank Cooper, The Rev. Dr. David
McDowell-Fleming, The Rev. Thomas Heard and The Rev. James Flowers.

The Rev. Bob Graves announced the winner of the raffle of St. Dismas’
parishioner’s hand-made ship’s model to be Chuck Barnett of St. Monica’s,
Cantonment, Florida.

The President then asked that all first-time delegates to Diocesan Convention
to stand and be recognized.

The President then called upon David Quittmeyer, Trinity, Mobile as Chair of
the Resolutions Committee to present a report.

As to Resolution #1 (see page 182), the Committee recommends NOT TO
ADOPT, and to refer the matter to the Standing Committee and Bishop for
consideration.

As to Resolution #2 (see page 183), the Committee recommends TO ADOPT
as follows:
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RESOLVED, by the 40" Annual Convention of the Diocese of the
Central Gulf Coast meeting at Fairhope, Alabama on the 12" day of

February, 2011:

1. That this resolution shall be effective for the period from
February 12%, 2011 through July 1, 2011.

2. That the transitional provisions of Canon IV.20.3 of The

Episcopal Church shall apply to any matters pending as of
July 1, 2011 (hereafter referred to as “the Title IV Effective
Date”.)

3. That the Members of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court holding
office on the Title IV Effective Date shall on that date
automatically and immediately become the initial members
of the Disciplinary Board. The term of each member of the
Disciplinary Board shall coincide with the term said person
was elected to as a member of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court.
On the Title IV Effective Date the Presiding Judge of the
Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall automatically and
immediately become the initial President of the
Disciplinary Board.

4. That the Church Attorney who is serving in that capacity
on the Title IV Effective Date, shall continue as Church
Attorney under the provisions of Canon 25 of the Canons
of the Diocese of the Central Gulf Coast.

As to Resolution #3 (see page 184), the Committee recommends TO ADOPT
with the inclusion of certain optional language, as follows:

RESOLVED, by the 40th Annual Convention of the Diocese of the
Central Gulf Coast meeting at Fairhope, Alabama on the 12th day of

February, 2011:

1. That this resolution shall be effective on July 1, 2011
(hereafter the “Effective Date.”).

2. That Canon 25 is repealed except to the extent required by

the application of the transitional provisions of Canon
IV.20.3 of The Episcopal Church to any matters pending as
of the Effective Date.

3. That a new Canon 25 be adopted, as follows:

CANON 25: ECCLESIASTICAL DISCIPLINE

SECTION 1 Title IV of General Canons. Those provisions of the Title
IV of the General Canons which are applicable to the Diocese are
hereby incorporated as part of this Title. To the extent, if any, that
any of the provisions of this Title are in conflict or inconsistent with
the provisions of the Title IV, the provisions of the Title IV shall
govern.
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SECTION 2 Discipline Structure.

Disciplinary Board. The Board shall consist of not less than seven
persons, four of whom are members of the Clergy and three of
whom are Laity.

Clergy Members. The Clergy members of the Board must be

canonically and geographically resident with the Diocese.

Lay Members. The lay members of the Board shall be Adult

Communicants in Good Standing, and geographically resident in the

Diocese.

Election. The members of the Board shall be elected by the

convention. Each member shall be elected for a three (3)-year term;

except, if a member is elected to fill a vacancy, the term of such
member shall be the unexpired term of the member being replaced.

The term of the member shall commence on the first (1st) day of the

year following election. The terms of office of the Board shall be

staggered and arranged into three classes.

Vacancies. Vacancies on the Board shall be filled as follows:

(i) Upon the determination that a vacancy exists, the President
of the Board shall notify the Bishop of the vacancy and
request appointment of a replacement member of the same
order as the member to be replaced.

(if) The Bishop shall appoint a replacement Board member in
consultation with the Standing Committee.

(iif) Persons appointed to fill vacancies on the Board shall meet
the same eligibility requirements as apply to elected Board
members.

(iv) With respect to a vacancy created for any reason other than

pursuant to a challenge as provided below, the term of any

person selected as a replacement Board member shall be

until the next annual Convention. With respect to a vacancy

resulting from a challenge, the replacement Board member

shall serve only for the proceedings for which the elected

Board member is not serving as a result of the challenge.
Preserving Impartiality. In any proceeding under this Title, if any
member of a Conference Panel or Hearing Panel of the Board shall
become aware of a personal conflict of interest or undue bias, that
member shall immediately notify the president of the Board and
request a replacement member of the Panel. Respondent’s Counsel
and the Church Attorney shall have the right to challenge any
member of a Panel for conflict of interest or undue bias by motion to
the Panel for disqualification of the challenged member. The member
of the Panel not the subjects of the challenge shall promptly consider
the motion and determine whether the challenged Panel member
shall be disqualified from participating in the proceeding.
President. Within sixty (60) days following the annual Convention,
the Board shall convene to elect a President to serve for the following
calendar year.
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h. Intake Officer. The Intake Officer shall be appointed from time to
time by the Bishop after consultation with the Board. The Bishop
may appoint one or more Intake Officers according to the needs of
the Diocese. The Bishop shall publish the name(s) and contact
information of the Intake Officer(s) throughout the Diocese.

i Investigator.  The Bishop shall appoint an Investigator in
consultation with the President of the Board. The Investigator may,
but need not, be a Member of the Church.

j- Church Attorney. Within sixty (60) days following each annual
Convention, the Standing Committee shall appoint an attorney to
serve as Church Attorney to serve for the following calendar year.
The person so selected must be a Member of the Church and a duly
licensed attorney, but need not reside within the Diocese.

k. Pastoral Response Coordinator. The Bishop may appoint a Pastoral
Response Coordinator, to serve at the will of the Bishop in
coordinating the delivery of appropriate pastoral responses provided
for in Title IV.8 of the General Canons and this Title. The Pastoral
Response Coordinator may be the Intake Officer, but shall not be a
person serving in any other appointed or elected capacity under this
Title.

L Advisors. In each proceeding under this Title, the Bishop shall
appoint an Advisor for the Complainant and an Advisor for the
Respondent. Persons serving as Advisors shall hold no other
appointed or elected position provided for under this Title, and shall
not include chancellors or vice chancellors of this Diocese or any
person likely to be called as a witness in the proceeding.

m. Clerk. The Board shall appoint a Board Clerk to assist the Board
with records management and administrative support. The Clerk
may be a member of the Board.

SECTION 3 Procedure.
a. Charges for which a member of the Clergy may be made to stand
trial are contained in Title IV in the Canons of The Episcopal Church.
b. The mode and manner of making charges securing presentments and
of conducting trials shall be as established in the Canons of The
Episcopal Church.

SECTION 4 Costs and Expenses.

a. The reasonable costs and expenses of the Board, the Intake Officer,
the Investigator, the Church Attorney, the Board Clerk and the
Pastoral Response Coordinator shall be the obligation of the Diocese,
subject to budgetary constraints as may be established by the
Standing Committee.
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SECTION 5 Records.

a. Records of Proceedings. Records of active proceedings before the
Board, including the period of any pending appeal, shall be
preserved and maintained in the custody of the Clerk, if there be one,
otherwise by the Diocesan offices.

b. Permanent Records. The Bishop shall make provision of the
permanent storage of records of all proceedings under this Title at
the Diocese and the Archives of The Episcopal Church, as prescribed
in Title IV of the General Canons.

As to Resolution #4 (see page 187), the Committee recommends TO ADOPT
with amendment, as follows:

RESOLVED, that item 1 in the Terminology section of the Diocesan
Canons be amended to read: “The Church” shall refer to The
Protestant Episcopal Church in United States of America, otherwise
known as The Episcopal Church (which name is hereby recognized
as also designating the Church);

AND RESOLVED, that item 2 in the Terminology section of the
Diocesan Canons be amended to read: “The Diocese” shall refer to
The Protestant Episcopal Church in the Diocese of the Central Gulf
Coast, Inc., otherwise known as The Episcopal Church in the Diocese
of the Central Gulf Coast (which name is hereby recognized as also
designating the name of the Diocese).

As to Resolution #5 (see page 187), the Committee recommends NOT TO
ADOPT, and to refer the matter to the Standing Committee and Bishop for
consideration.

As to Resolution #6 (see page 188), the Committee recommends NOT TO
ADOPT.

The Convention, voting separately on each Resolution, concurred with all
recommendations of the Committee.

Next, Co-Chairs Dee Gambill and Carolyn Jeffers of the Committee on Next
Conventions, reported that the parish of Holy Nativity, Panama City had extended an
invitation, conditioned upon the approval of its vestry which had yet to be consulted,
and then moved the following which was adopted by unanimous vote:

That the Convention gratefully accept the gracious, if not conditional,
invitation by Holy Nativity, Panama City, to host the 2013 Diocesan
Convention.

Following the final election results, the Convention Committee on Courtesy
(consisting of The Rev. Messrs. Steve Pankey, Anthony MacWhinnie and Timothy
Bacchus) gave its report as follows:
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“The Fortieth Annual Convention of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the
Diocese of the Central Gulf Coast opened on Thursday evening with a beautiful service
of ordination at St. James’ Parish Church in Fairhope, AL. The Right Reverend Dabney
Smith of Southwest Florida preached and reminded us always to be asking, “Now
what?” The sermon was a little long-winded by South Alabama standards. In the
clergy seating sections, Massey Gentry, Interim Director of Camp Beckwith, in case you
didn't know, was overheard saying, “a little Dabney will do ya.” After the service
ended several delegations were heard repeating Bishop Smith's refrain, “now what,
now what?” But the question was less theological and more practical as last call had
long since happened in beautiful downtown Fairhope.

“On a sad, but lucrative note for Diocesan Convention, an MMA style brawl
broke out at the opening service as eight newly ordained deacons fought tooth and nail
for only two chalices. Deacon Betty Jo Brenneman was disqualified for eye-gouging.
Dr. Vince Currie was quoted as saying, “This is clearly a violation of rubrics. All bets
placed on Deacon Brenneman will be considered a push, minus the customary 20% gig
to the Diocese.”

“On the theme for Convention, “Called to follow Jesus Christ,” everyone
attending Convention under the age of 25 was quoted as saying, “Duh...”

“It seems as though the folks in charge of Morning Prayer on Friday
misunderstood the theme for this convention. Rather than “Called to Follow Jesus
Christ” they understood it as “Called to Follow Jesus Christ back into the 12" century.”
Massey Gentry, Interim Director of Camp Beckwith, in case you didn't know, assumes
it was an honest mistake.

“In a stunning upset, Resolution I, or what has been called the self-
disfranchisement resolution or the Irony Amendment of 2011, was defeated today. It
was a huge surprise for everyone in a church that was born out of the American
Revolution and prides itself on being the first to elect its bishops by ballot and not have
them appointed by a monarch.

The Bishop’s sentiments were unanimously echoed throughout the
Convention delegates, alternates and visitors with spontaneous and affirming
applause.
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After announcements by the Secretary and others, the Parliamentarian
reported that all business of the Convention had been completed. At 11:12am, upon
motion duly made and seconded, the President declared the Convention to be
adjourned, sinedie, upon the conclusion of the closing celebration of the Holy Eucharist.

Saturday, February 12, 2011— Closing Service of Holy Eucharist

Musicians were Helen VanAbbema Rodgers, Organist and Choirmaster; the
St. James’ Choir; and, Georgia Huckabay, timpani, St. James.

Acolytes and ushers were from St. James, Fairhope. Marshall of the Clergy
Procession and Verger was Walter Kindergan. In addition, the service was also made
possible by the ministries of the Altar Guild of the host parish.
